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   Victorian Premiers’ Reading Challenge Champions Guidelines for schools
Each primary school can nominate up to seven Challenge Champions to receive lapel pins (one per year level, or at the discretion of the school). Each secondary school will be able to nominate up to twelve Challenge Champions to receive lapel pins (three per year level, or at the discretion of the school). In the case of schools comprising more than one campus, each primary campus will be able to nominate up to seven Challenge Champions and each secondary campus will be able to nominate up to twelve Challenge Champions. The lapel pins are free upon request.
Criteria for selection
Students nominated as Challenge Champions are requested to be registered for the 2011 Premiers’ Reading Challenge, with Challenge Champions completing the Challenge by the official closing date of 16 September, 2011. The selection of Challenge Champions is at the discretion of individual schools, with the following broad guidelines provided: 
· Student is enthusiastic about reading 

· Student is willing to promote the Challenge to fellow students

· Student who has participated in the Challenge over several years
· One Champion per year level in primary schools, or alternatively Champions from any year level (maximum of seven per primary school).

· Three Champions per year level in secondary schools or alternatively Champions from any year level (maximum twelve per secondary school)

· Where a school has many eligible candidates, Champions could be selected at random from a pool of nominees.
Suggestions for involving Challenge Champions
· Recognition of Champions at a school assembly or class ceremony where official ‘Challenge Champion’ pins can be presented
· Challenge Champions could be involved in certificate presentations to other successful Challengers
· Challenge Champions could give a presentation to show student participation in the Challenge across the school (this could be in Photo Story format, Microsoft AutoCollage or PowerPoint) or help set up Challenge-related displays
· Challenge Champions could write an item for the school newsletter on a related topic (e.g. ‘Why students should join the Premiers’ Reading Challenge’)
· Challenge Champions could help support younger students’ participation in the Challenge by reading to or with them
· Challenge Champions could post book reviews for The Age Victorian Premiers’ Reading Challenge book forum.
