This information is required for the purpose of conducting the Challenge and printing certificates of achievement for students who meet the Challenge. The information is to be provided to the Department via a secure website, and it will be kept confidential in accordance with the Information Privacy Act 2000. 

Consent is sought from students and parents for the provision and collection of this information by schools and the Department respectively.

Consent is also sought for the publishing of successful students’ names in the Premiers’ Reading Challenge Achievers Honour Roll in The Age in September or October 2011.

Once a request is received and the student is deemed eligible he or she will be registered online.  Information provided to the Department will be entered via a secure website, and it will be kept secure and confidential. The student will be issued with a username and password, which will be sent by mail to the parent or guardian giving consent for the student to participate. 

The student must use this username and password to log in to the Challenge website and keep his or her reading record up to date.  The Victorian Premiers’ Reading Challenge Coordinator will complete online verification of home-based readers’ records.  To meet the Challenge a home-based reader needs to complete the same steps as any other Challenger and provide a paper record with adult signature verifying the books have been read.  On completion of the Challenge, this paper record should be mailed to the Victorian Premiers’ Reading Challenge Coordinator at the address above.  

Records must reach the Coordinator no later than 14 September 2011.
