Athletics, Badminton, Baseball, Basketball, Cricket, Cross Country, Diving, Football, Golf, Hockey, Netball, Soccer, Softball, Squash, Students with a Disability, Swimming, Table Tennis, Tennis and Volleyball.

2. Nominations may be made by principals, sports coordinators, primary/secondary sports associations or state sporting associations.

3. Students’ sporting conduct needs to meet the principles outlined in School Sport Australia’s ‘Fair Play in School Sport’ policy, specifically in relation to displaying appropriate qualities of sportsmanship.

4. Sporting achievements, in most instances, would need to be at National, State, Region or Zone levels. International experiences should also be noted.

5. Students must be enrolled in a Government school in the year of nomination.

6. All nominations must carry the endorsement of the principal of the school attended.

7. Awards can only be attained once in any given sport at primary and secondary level.

8. Sporting achievements need not be restricted to school sport fixtures.

9. Applications must be sent on the original forms with a digital photograph of the nominee (head and shoulders) enclosed on a CD. Photographs must be saved as a 300dpi jpeg file.
