Water matters: time to water the garden - LO
How many litres of water does it take to water the garden?

· Water once a week with a hose for 20 minutes with no mulch.

· Water twice a week with a sprinkler for 30 minutes with mulch.

· Water three times a week with a bucket and no mulch.

Which example uses the least amount of water? Predict then check!

· Jack waters the garden three times a week with a bucket and mulch.
Abdul waters the garden once a week with a sprinkler for 30 minutes and no mulch. Who uses more water?

· Lin waters the garden twice a week with a hose for 30 minutes with mulch. Ava waters the garden three times a week with a sprinkler for 20 minutes with no mulch. Who uses more water?

Experiment with different combinations!  

Which option uses the LEAST amount of water? How do you know?
Which option uses the MOST amount of water? How do you know?
How many options are there in total? Show how you found the answer. It may help to create a diagram to show your thinking.
Devise your own challenges. Write 3 - 5 different questions for a friend to answer. How did they go? Use the back of your sheet.
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
