· Put a green cross next to 3 pieces of information that you definitely won’t include

· Look carefully at the information left. Choose 5 – 7 more pieces of information to include and put a blue square next to those.

· What is the most important message? Create a ‘slogan’ for your poster summing up the main message.
5. Colour and style

Colour is important! What will the main colour scheme of your poster be? Describe. 

What materials will you use? Eg coloured pencil, texta, crayon, oil pastel, computer program (eg Publisher), black marker (good if you need to photocopy it)

6. Plan your poster

Do a rough copy for your poster. Think about layout. What information is most important and will be larger? What images will you use?
