Suggestions for implementation in class:

· Use as an independent student contract across a period of weeks and up to one term. Set goals (or negotiate as a class) for completion of specific tasks and conduct sharing sessions weekly or fortnightly to share progress and learning. Students could complete during computer rotations with some sessions in the computer room (if applicable).

· Could use as an extension project for more advanced or independent students.

· Students might collate their work into a PowerPoint (or other presentation) to support their oral presentation and allow sharing with a wider audience.

· Save Zooks and embed in a class blog with descriptions (I need to check if this is possible).

Information about Bamzooki:

· The Zook kit is a free download from the BBC website. Ensure the download is completed prior to students commencing the task. This may need to be negotiated with your technician.

· Once the program has been downloaded students can work offline to create and save their Zooks.

· Students could also download the kit at home if desired.

· No registration is necessary unless students wish to upload their Zook to the site – Zooks can then be compared and discussed with other students. This would be recommended for home use only.

· The kit can appear confusing to use at first – however students pick it up very quickly! It may help to share examples from the site first. Emphasise the need to match their design considerations.
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
