2. Operation:

· Hold trimmer firmly with both hands.

· Ensure firm footing. 

· Move your body with the trimmers; do not twist from the waist.

· Do not cut over shoulder height.

· Do not walk with trimmer whilst cutter is spinning.

· Do not use in the rain.

3. POST-Operation:

· Ensure cutters have stopped before removing waste material

· Ensure cutters have stopped before placing it on the ground.

· Ensure equipment is returned to storage area after use.
