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	 Safe Work Procedure Checklist:

	1. PRE-Operation:

· Clear area to be mown of debris such as rocks, stones, sticks or other objects that may become projectiles.

· Inspect blades, blade bolts and cutter assembly for signs of wear or damage.

· Always shut off the engine and allow it to cool before refuelling.
· Refuel in a well-ventilated area away from any ignition sources.

· Wear appropriate PPE.

2. Operation:

· Check ground conditions will provide adequate wheel grip.

· Never place hands anywhere near the blades when it is running (i.e. when attaching guards etc).

· Never mow on side slopes greater than 50, uphills greater than 100, or mow downhill on slopes greater than 150
· Watch for traffic near or crossing roadways.

· Always come to a complete stop when changing gears.

· Stop blades rotating prior to crossing non-grass surfaces.

· Look behind the machine to check the area is clear before reversing.

· Ensure mower is idling prior to removing the catch.

· Never leave machine running while unattended.

3. POST-Operation:

· Keep mower clean and free of debris.

· Ensure equipment is returned to storage area after use.
