· Identify ON/OFF switch.
2. Operation:
· Check that blade runs ‘true’ and does not wobble.
· Check that the cord is always well away from the blade.
· Keep hands clear of work piece and away from blade.
3. POST-Operation:
· Switch off nibbler before removing waste material from the table.
· Make sure good housekeeping practises are in place to minimise waste build-up.
