Principal Peter Hendrickson has
overseen the replanting of the oval
with Kikuyu grass and expects it to
remain green all year.

The surface of two soccer fields at
the rear of the school, replanted
after the front oval, are also expected
to thicken up in the next month or
two.

“It’s made a huge difference to the
school,” Mr Hendrickson says.
