cathode ray tube (CRT) monitors
The images below show examples of an LCD monitor and a CRT monitor.  LCD monitors are generally much more energy-efficient than CRT monitors.  Images on the screen are also easier to see (less glare) and take up less space on a desktop.  It is recommended that when schools purchase new monitors, they order the more energy-efficient LCD type.
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
