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Program all PCs to go into standby mode

after 20 minutes of inactivity
You can set the computers to go into standby mode in “Power Options” with Windows operating systems (access through the Start Menu ( Control Panel ( Display(Screen Power). 

To set up "standby" and "hibernate mode" system please refer to the following images:
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The images shown settings for standby mode to be turned on after 10 minutes of inactivity and hibernate mode to be turned on after 30 minutes of inactivity.

Computers should be programmed so that when the power button is pressed, the computer automatically shuts itself down.  This is easy to do with the Microsoft XP operating system.

Implementing reliable standby and hibernate solutions can be difficult across a network with a diverse range of computers.

It is recommended that schools direct their IT staff to implement reliable shutdown and standby solutions. The precise solution will depend on your network configuration, the age and hardware of your computers and the operating systems in use.

Servers should not go into hibernate or standby mode when they are being accessed.

However, at 1 a.m., there is often no reason for a server to be on full power.

See if your IT staff can develop a practical solution that will minimise server power consumption.
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
