	Intent:

To reduce gas use over summer

Possible problems

· Pilot light is hard to relight.

· Gas leakage.

Causes of problems

· Spiders or other insects block the pilot jet.

· Old equipment that is non-compliant with gas safety requirements.

Solutions

· First implement this measure with your plumber to ensure gas safety.

· Write down any instructions from your plumber on a sticker and attach to the appliance.

· Follow all instructions on the gas appliance for turning off the pilot light.

· Turn off gas supply valves as appropriate/directed by your plumber.

· Schedule restart to coincide with a plumber service visit, and ask the plumber to restart the pilot lights.


	Management

It is essential to turn off all pilot lights at the end of the heating season (start of November). 

Use a plumber the first time around, and unless you are sure there is no safety risk, always use a plumber. 

Schedule a service of the heaters to coincide with their start-up in April or May, so that the plumber can resolve any problems with pilot lights that fail to ignite.
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
