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Notes

To get the A-E rating for a domain, an algorithm will be applied to the scores assigned for the relevant dimensions. The algorithm will
- calculate a mean score

- round the mean score up to the nearest quartile score on the scale
- then allocate the corresponding A-E rating to appear on the report.

The software will plot the rating for each domain (except English and Mathematics where it will plot ratings for each dimension) and add the corresponding dot (s) on the report card graphic.

In the example above, the Year 6 student was assigned scores of 4.25, 3.75, 3.75 for the three dimensions listed above in the Thinking Processes domain. The mean score for the domain is
3.9167, which is rounded up to 4.00. The corresponding rating that is then allocated is C.

Note:From 2007, the minimum valid score for any domain (or in the case of Mathematics and English, any dimension), will generate a 'D' rating. For Reading for example, the minimum valid
score would be 0.00. For Science, the minimum valid score would be 2.00. Refer to the Dimension codes and scores table
