Curriculum Planning Guidelines – Progression points – Familiarisation tools 

Moderation with progression points, standards and Assessment Maps in assessing a single piece of student’s work
This activity provides teachers with the opportunity to assess students' work using progression points and standards through a process of collaborative moderation.

Instruction: 

· Make copies of each student work sample for all group members and explain the context of the learning, eg. when task was done, focus of activity.
· Teachers individually analyse the work sample using the progression points and standards, and the annotated work samples from the Assessment Maps where available.
· Teachers come together as a team to discuss judgements and use evidence from the work samples to support their judgements in reference to the language used in the progression points and standards.
· Work samples are then assigned a score.

· Teachers can repeat the same process throughout a semester, using different work samples.

· To make judgements of overall student achievement for reporting purposes, teachers will need a range of evidence of student learning to make an on-balance judgement.
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
