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S112-2007 Student Report Cards: Updated website and reporting software 
Updated website

Schools are advised that the ‘New Student Reports Cards’ website was replaced with a new, updated ‘Student Reports’ website in late February 2007.

The new website contains important new advice for schools, as well as advice that has been updated to reflect the refinements announced by Minister Lenders in February.  

Key information on the new website includes:
· Full details about the refinements to report card requirements 

· An updated summary of mandated aspects of the report card and aspects where there is scope for flexibility 
· New advice on reporting achievement in subjects that do not include all dimensions of a domain 
· New advice on reporting achievement in domains that are offered in one semester only 
· A new article clarifying the A-E ratings that schools may wish to adapt and use with parents 

To ensure that they have access to information that is current, schools are advised to amend any bookmarks they may have that link to the old website.  
Updated QuickVic reporting software
Report coordinators at schools that have elected to use the QuickVic software will be contacted directly by QuickVic on Tuesday 27 March with details of how to download and use an upgraded version of the software.  This version of the software will include the refinements to report cards announced last month.  It will also enable schools to import absence data directly from CASES 21.  
Schools should note that the upgrade will not impact on any work already completed by report coordinators in setting up reports for this semester, nor will it require any changes to be made to laptops.  
Schools using reporting software from a commercial supplier
All commercial suppliers of reporting software have been contacted and advised that they will need to upgrade their software for semester one this year.  Schools using commercial software should contact their supplier directly for details of timelines and access to software upgrades, and to ensure the software is fully compliant with the Department’s requirements.  The Department has a process in place for commercial suppliers to receive verification that their software meets the Department’s reporting requirements. This process includes verification of any upgrades that are required.
