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	What Allen has achieved

Allen is using more expression when reading and his fluency has certainly developed throughout the year.  His writing in general has become more structured, following the required format for each genre covered throughout this semester.  His Aboriginal legend about 'How the Great Barrier Reef Got Where It Is!' was quite good, however too brief and lacked the required detail as shown in the example given.  His published piece for this semester was 'The mystery of the moving rubbish bin'.  This showed great promise, starting well, but it did not reach its full potential as time in class was not used as well as it may have been. 

Allen has participated enthusiastically in the fraction unit and as a result has grown in confidence, illustrating a much more consistent understanding of the concepts involved and their relationship to decimals and percentages.  Allen has a very good understanding of scale and direction and how these are used in relation to mapping activities.  

Allen included great facts in his five points about five places in Australia.  His presentation was excellent, clear and neat.  Allen chose relevant newspaper articles to summarise.  He has demonstrated great research skills and included detailed information .  Allen was able then to present his knowledge and skills to the class in an interesting and informative manner during his oral presentation which also included a detailed and interesting PowerPoint presentation that demonstrated Allen's growing confidence with ICT.  Allen worked with Charlotte and Stephen to become 'experts' in the area of floods.  During unit sessions, they were able to co-operate and research details, present this on a poster and share with their peers.  Allen produced excellent pieces of work for his 100 point project which included aspects of Science, Japanese, History and Geography.  There he included a variety of tasks, that were well researched and provided relevant information which was presented very well.       

Allen has become more organised throughout this semester.  Allen's presentation skills have improved as his art skills have been growing and he is taking greater pride in his work.  Allen has been responsible ensuring that he attends his music lessons promptly.  Allen is a trustworthy and mature person who has accepted all of the added responsibility which goes with being the Junior School Council president.  On all occasions where he has represented our school, he has done this in earnest and with pride.  



	Areas for improvement/future learning

Allen needs to give further attention to the development of pieces of written work, making changes to improve his draft before handing in his final copy.  

Punctuation in conversational texts, proof reading and spelling requires further attention, especially when presenting completed work.

Allen, on occasions, has difficulty determining the correct process to use in calculations involving worded problems and increased checking of his answers would be beneficial as he tends to make simple errors.

He would benefit from keeping track of work and home commitments through more effective use of his diary.  Allen is, on occasions, distracted by those around him and greater attention to the task at hand will enable him to become more confident and diligent in relation to work requirements.
