Eat drink man woman (2003) DVD. Twentieth Century Fox Home Entertainment.
Directed by Ang Lee.

A father finds difficulty communicating with his three daughters. Despite being a
master chef, his culinary skills are not enough to hold the affections of his
rebellious daughters.
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The home song stories (2007) DVD, Film Finance Corporation Australia. Written
and directed by Tony Ayres.

A man remembers his childhood and his mother, a Chinese night club singer who
struggled to survive in Australia with her two children. Duration: 99 minutes.

Kandahar (2002) DVD, Potential Films. Directed by Mohsen Makhmalbaf.

Documentary/fiction hybrid gives a record of a young woman'’s journey through
Afghanistan to find her sister. The film gives an insight into Taliban-controlled
Afghanistan prior to September 11. Duration: 85 minutes.

The last emperor (2008) DVD, Umbrella. Directed by Benardo Bertolucci.

An epic account of the life of Pu Yi — the last Chinese emperor — that demonstrates
what life was like within the Forbidden City. The arrival of a new tutor signals a
gradual expansion of Pu Yi’s sheltered perspective as he learns about the outside
world.

Turtles can fly (2005) DVD. IFC Films. Directed by Bahman Ghobadi.

In a village on the border between Iran and Turkey, a 13-year-old boy must find a
satellite dish so that the villagers can keep informed of the US invasion of Iraq.
Duration: 98 minutes.

Smith, Sue Erica & Seah, Serena (2008) Discovering Buddha : lessons for
primary school. Buddhist Council of Victoria, North Carlton.

Discovering Buddha is a very comprehensive collection of materials, designed for
primary school teachers, related to Buddhism and the historical and religious figure
known as the Buddha. Students can use this resource to learn — to a high standard
— about the tradition of Buddhism. Sections of the resource include: information
about the teachings of Buddhism, the life of the Buddha, the Jataka tales and other
stories of virtuous actions, meditations, special days and festivals, and more fun
and engaging activities.

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This book synthesises much of the current second language teaching and learning
theories and strategies and presents them in clear language. The author’s intention
is to make mainstream teachers aware of the special attention, appropriate
assessment, language environment, and challenging curriculum that language
minority students need and benefit from.

Edwards, Viv (2004) Multilingualism in the English-speaking world : pedigree
of nations. Blackwell, Oxford.

This book explores a range of topics related to the benefits of multilingualism.
Drawing on real-life examples from North America, Australia and New Zealand, this
book looks at the theoretical issues that underpin current debates and draws on
current research.

Gibbons, Pauline (2009) English leaners, academic literacy, and thinking :
learning in the challenge zone. Heinemann, Portsmouth, UK.

This resource provides guidance and support in establishing a high-support
curriculum for English language learners. Gibbons outlines areas that enable
English learners to participate in high-quality learning. Gibbons presents guidelines
and instruction through examples of activities and tasks that can be used across
the curriculum to support learning.

McKay, Penny (2006) Assessing young language learners. Cambridge
University Press, Cambridge.

This book provides a framework for the assessment of young language learners
and a discussion of related research. Includes guidelines and examples of
contexts, issues and practices of the assessment of young language learners.

Utley, Derek (2004) Intercultural Resource Pack : Intercultural communication
resources for language teachers. Cambridge University Press, Cambridge.

A resource book aimed at developing intercultural awareness through activities that
deal with issues such as definitions of culture, stereotypes, profiling, and
communication. Each activity comes with detailed teachers’ notes and suggestions
for further reading.

Thorough review and discussion of Kriv Stenders’ latest film Lucky Country. Isaacs
examines the narratives of settlement and discovery as they appear in the film.
Isaacs shows how Stenders’ film offers a vision of the destructive birth of a nation
rather than the usual romanticised portrayals of this period.

Clarke, Julie. Samira Makhmalbaf’s Darkness and Light At Five in the
Afternoon.

Article examines Samira Makhmalbaf’s At Five in the Afternoon; a film by an
Iranian filmmaker set in Afghanistan after the fall of the Taliban. Clarke discusses
Makhmalbaf’s penchant for using shading to reflect the transition between a
restrictive to a more liberal society.

Loebenstein, Ghita. Telling the Truth: Robert Connolly on Making Balibo.

Interview with Robert Connolly about his new film Balibo. Connolly discusses the
story of five Australian journalists — known as the Balibo Five — who were killed in
the Indonesian invasion of East Timor in 1975 and why he decided to make a film
about it.

Maniaty’s new book about the Balibo incident and his personal experience of it as
a journalist.
