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Brief description of the service
(Please note where the service relates to the model for Whole-school Learning in Sexuality Education.)
Love Drunk is a fast paced, action packed theatre performance with live singing/rap, breakdancing and loads of laughs.

The show is suitable for students in year 9, 10, 11, 12 and tertiary levels. The play deals with youth culture and relationships. Within this context, sexual assault and issues of drug and alcohol use and abuse are explored as a platform for post performance discussion and analysis.

How the service supports school-based sexuality education
‘Love drunk’ provides a model for discussing issues of safe partying, relationships, and sexual assault so students do not have to refer to personal experience when exploring the issues. The live performance provides a dynamic platform for engaging ongoing class activities and discussion. Teachers notes accompany the performance, providing teachers with suggestions and ideas for follow on activities.

The performance works with the existing culture of the school and provides a vehicle for teachers to engage with their students to promote a greater level of awareness and support around the issues.

How the service connects to the Victorian Essential Learning Standards
‘Love Drunk’ is is aligned with the three core strands of the VELS; Physical, Personal and Social Learning. 

The performance is an opportunity for interdisciplinary learning as an entire year level engages in the performance for a double period.

Follow up Discipline-based Learning activities can be tailored to individual classrooms, students and subject areas.

Love Drunk is suitable for upper secondary college students – years 9, 10, 11 and 12 audiences.
