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Description: 
A simple tool which enables students to review and test knowledge gained in a topic, lesson or unit. It is based on the Federal Government’s TravelSmart Chatterbox. (www.travelsmart.gov.au/schools/index.html) 

How could I use it?
( As a fun way to record and answer questions about a new unit of work, topic or lesson.

( To review knowledge gained in a topic, lesson or unit.

( To enable students to share and increase their knowledge of set topics.

( To revise a topic, lesson or unit that will be tested.

Why should I use it?
( It increases student engagement by increasing the enjoyment and fun element in a non- threatening way.

( It enables students to find answers to identified questions and issues that they want or need answered when beginning a new topic, lesson or unit.

( It enables students to easily test each other at the conclusion of a topic, lesson or unit.

When should I use it? 
( At the beginning of a topic, lesson or unit to identify questions and issues.

( During a topic, lesson or unit to record answers to questions and issues.

( At the end of a topic, lesson or unit for students to test each other on the information learned.
How do I use it? 


( The Questionbox template should be printed on a large sheet for each student. The students can colour and decorate the template to suit the topic, lesson or unit.

( Follow the diagrams to fold the template into a small box with flaps that will contain the questions and answers.

( Students can work individually, in pairs or small groups to write questions and issues that they want or need answered during the topic, lesson or unit. Each Questionbox can contain eight questions.

( As the students work through their topic, lesson or unit, they write the answers to their questions and issues on the Questionbox.

( If there are any questions and issues unanswered at the end of the topic, lesson or unit, students should do further research to find the answers.

( Students can then use their Questionboxes to test each other or small groups on the answers to the questions in the Questionbox.

How to make up your Questionbox
( Decorate the template and write the questions and issues onto the eight question sections.

( As you find answers to the questions write them onto the Questionbox in the appropriate position.

( Fold into the finished Questionbox.
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
