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Using the ESL report

The ESL student report provides parents with information to help them to form an accurate picture of their child’s progress in English language learning. It is envisaged that the ESL report will be completed by either classroom or ESL specialist teachers, or with these teachers working collaboratively, to give parents a picture of the way their child is working in different contexts. 

The ESL report includes:

· the ESL stage their child is in, for the dimensions of Speaking and Listening, Reading, and Writing
· whether they are at the beginning, are progressing through, or have achieved this stage.

The stage and place in the stage is indicated by the solid dot which is placed into the appropriate spot on the stages table.
· in the first third of the box to indicate that the student is at the beginning of the stage

· in the second third of the box to indicate the student is progressing through the stage

· in the last third of the box to indicate that the student has achieved the stage.
Hollow dots will indicate the student’s assessment 12 months earlier. 

For example:
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Teachers also indicate the student’s work habits, which will be indicated by a dot in the table, as follows: 
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Teachers comment on:

· the student’s achievements in learning English, which should include an assessment of his/her overall progress in learning English, taking into account age and background
· areas for improvement

· what the school will do to support the student

· what parents can do to support their child. 
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
